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ISOLATION AND IDENTIFICATION OF EPIDEMIC B TYPE

ENCEPHALITIS VIRUS IN CHUNGKING

7 strains of viruses, namely Chungking No. 1, Ne, 2, No. 3, No. 5, No. 7, No. 8, and

No. 10, were isolated from brain tissue of 15 fatal cases of encephalitis. Two of these had

been systematically studled and identified, while the remaining 5 were only examined by

complement fixation test, Results of filtration ;test, hostrange, cross complement fixation tests,

cross neutralization tests and cross protection tests all indicated that the viruses isolated belong to

the epidemic B type encephalitis,
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
